Imagine Art is partnering with the Department of Assistive and
Rehabilitative Services to establish micro-enterprises for artists
living with cognitive disabilities. DARS is investing resources to
support small business development for artists
within our community. Two artists within our community are
participating as we launch this new pilot, Larin Harp and Anne
Dolling

Anne is developing a micro-enterprise called "Anne's Hands" to
create, display and sell her abstract paintings and glass
dishware. Larin is developing a micro-enterprise with a focus on
pastel drawings, prints and mosaics. Both are in an exploratory
phase of development, pursuing information on feasibility and
potential markets. DARS is instrumental in providing a guided
process to plan, implement and launch the business.
